The Parish Council objects to this amended application on the grounds that it is still an over-development of the site, particularly in the light of previous alterations and additions. The size, design and massing does nothing to reduce the seriously detrimental impact and loss of privacy on the neighbouring property, is even more out of character with the existing dwelling than the previous application, and is out of character with the stepped relationship with adjoining properties. The proposal does not therefore meet the requirements of Policy H8.
